Campus Police Keeping an Eye on Things

Most employees and students of
Delta College are aware that the
campus police department uses
security cameras to detect and
deter crime. There are currently
36 cameras in operation on
campus but a current bond
project will add 44 more and
integrate the existing cameras

to create one comprehensive
state of the art video surveillance
system comprised of 80 cameras
with digital image storage.

The new system enhancements
will be provided by Honeywell
systems and will use IP based
cameras , most of which will
have the ability to pan, tilt and
zoom. The sophisticated cameras
will also adjust to ambient light
conditions for optimum image
quality.

According to Campus Police
Sergeant Geff Greenwood, “This
